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FROM THE  

MINISTER  

The consequence of Easter morning for the disciples was that the journey was 
by no means over.  There would be a great deal more travelling to do. 
 

The four Gospels try to piece together the momentous events following the 
resurrection of Jesus.  He appeared to the disciples in different ways and in 
different locations, although Mark, Matthew and John all place his final meet-
ing with them in the place where it had all begunðGalilee. 
 

Matthew concludes his Gospel with an account of a kind of recommissioning  
Service on a hillside in Galilee, where Jesus met the Eleven, as they now 
were. 
 

First he set out for them the unique authority that he, as the risen Son of God, 
had been given by the Father.  They were to go under that authority and make 
disciples of all nations, not simply the lost sheep of the house of Israel on 
whom Jesus had focused his earthly ministry. 
 

They would baptise them and teach them all that he had commanded them 
and, as they were doing it, he would be with them always. It was that continu-
ing presence that would make the journey possible, profitable and fruitful.  Two 
thousand years later, it still is.  We are still on the long journey of faith and wit-
ness, and the risen Lord, as he promised is still with us wherever we travel.
