So if your problems are starting to
pile up at the beginning of this New
Year — so high that you feel ready to
stumble under the weight of them -
stop right now and take St Peter’s
good advice ‘to cast all your anxiety
and cares upon God, because he
cares for you’.

Organ now Repaired

Those who were at our Christmas Eve
Christingle service will know that our 20
year old organ chose that occasion to
develop a fault which resulted in some
very strange sounds, putting it out of
action for the midnight service.

Fortunately the cause of our problem
was easily solved before the following
Sunday and while tracing the fault we
were able to investigate the organ instal-
lation more fully than had been possible
until now. This revealed a faulty
connection to the loudspeakers in the
gallery above the organ console which
have been compromising the sound,
possibly for several years. Turning
adversity to advantage, we decided to
make some changes, suggested by Bill
Ford, to improve the environment for the
organist. The playing position, deeply
recessed within the organ niche,
significantly muffled higher frequencies
and made it difficult to judge subtleties
of volume and tone. The organist's view
outwards was also considerably
restricted.

After some simple changes to the wiring
of the organ it has been turned
completely around and both Stewart and
Bill have noticed a great improvement.

Music from CDs is now a regular part of
our services. The choir has been at some
disadvantage because this was not an-
ticipated when the sound system was
installed and there was no proper
provision for replaying recorded sound
within the chancel. Extra loudspeakers
for this purpose have been placed above
the organ and there is now a good
balance of recorded sound throughout
the church.
